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Walking Together in Love – Comprehensive Support
for Residents of Wang Fuk Court, Tai Po

 

The unexpected fire devastated the residents of Wang Fuk Court, Tai Po,
leaving them to cope with the loss of loved ones and their homes. In response,
Po Leung Kuk immediately allocated resources to implement a series of
support measures, working hand in hand with donors and corporate partners to
help the affected residents during this challenging time.

After the incident, the Po Leung Kuk Charity Fund for the Disadvantaged
promptly provided financial assistance to the families of the deceased and
those who were injured. Each family of a deceased victim received
HK$30,000, while each injured individual was given HK$10,000. Following this,
Po Leung Kuk established the “Po Leung Kuk Charity Fund for the
Disadvantaged – Designated Account for Supporting Residents Affected by the
Wang Fuk Court Fire”, bringing together donations and supplies from various
donors and launching multiple immediate support measures. Among these,
each household in Wang Fuk Court received a cash “emergency relief fund” of
HK$15,000, while the Kuk’s Lee Shau Kee Youth Oasis and elder care service
and rehabilitation units provided urgent accommodation support for the
residents.

Everyday essentials are also crucial for the residents. The Kuk received
generous donations from compassionate corporates to supply residents with
necessities, including laptops, tablets, warm clothing, towels, hygiene
products, and more. Additionally, the Kuk’s 3 kindergartens-cum-nurseries
located in Tai Po or Sha Tin offered temporary care for young children. Our
Chinese Medicine Mobile Clinics provided free Chinese medicine treatment
programmes and distributed supplies to Wang Fuk Court residents, while
professional lawyers offered free legal consultation services.

When one faces difficulty, many come together to lend support; while fire may
be merciless, human kindness prevails. Po Leung Kuk will continue to be
attentive to the needs of Wang Fuk Court residents, providing appropriate
support.
